I am aware that participation in Southwest Montana Omoksee Club activities could result in bodily injury or death. I understand that there are risks and dangers in these activities and I voluntarily accept these for myself and any children I have participating in Southwest Montana Omoksee Club activities. I further acknowledge that I give up legal rights when I sign this release.

In consideration of being a member and to participate in the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club events, in Silver Bow County Montana, Releasor, for himself or herself, his or her spouse, legal representative, heirs, and assigns hereby releases, waives and discharges Southwest Montana Omoksee Club, Silver Bow County, City of Butte, Butte Vigilante Rodeo Grounds, the Officers, Directors, Agents, Boards, Owners and Employees of any of the  foregoing, herein referred to as Releasees, from all liability to the Releasor, his or her spouse, legal representative, heirs and assigns, for any and all loss or damage, and any claim or damages resulting therefrom, on account of injury to Releasor's person or property even injury resulting in death of Releasor, whether caused by competing or participating in any and all events sponsored by the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club and representing the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club in events, including parades, in Silver Bow County, Montana.

Releasor agrees to indemnify the Releasees and each of them from any loss, liability, damage or cost they may incur due to the presence of the Releasor in any and all practices and events sponsored by the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club whether caused by the negligence of the Releasee or other wise.  Releasor further indemnifies and holds harmless Releasee from any claim, damage, injury or demand resulting form Releaser's injury to any third party while practicing, warming up or competing in the arena or on the grounds of Releasee.

Releasor hereby assumes full responsibility for the occurrence of bodily injury, death or property damage due to the negligence of  Releasee or otherwise, while in the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club and while competing , working , officiating in or for any purpose participating in the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club.  This Release Agreement extends to all injuries, claims and demands resulting from activities at any Southwest Montana Omoksee Club event or upon the grounds of the Releasees.

Releasor expressly agrees that his release, waiver and indemnity agreement is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the laws of the State of Montana and that if any portion thereof is held invalid, it is agreed that the balance shall notwithstanding, continue in full legal force and effect.

Gymkana Rules 

I.  Age Rules


A. The age of an individual on January 1 of that year shall be maintained throughout the entire  year.


B. Age groups are: 
6 and under –TINY TOTS

7 to 9 - PEE WEES




10 to 13 - JUNIORS 


14 to 18 – SENIORS
Adults- 18+

C. An individual does not have the option of moving into an older age group.


D. Members of the Southwest Montana Omoksee Club will be any person currently in high school 18 years or younger.

               E. The Tiny Tot division includes children that are unable to ride &/or handle the horse alone.  The child should be old enough to sit on the horse without assistance from a 2nd person or having to be secured (with the exception of rubber bands to feet/stirrups). The horse must be lead at a walk by a person 14 years or older

II. Entry and Membership rules


A. Membership dues are $35 per family, $30 for an adult couple, $25 one adult, $15 senior citizen, $20 senior couple

B. A notarized Waiver of Liability must be signed by all who participate in an omoksee event, even non-members.


C. The entry fee per event will be $2.00 .

E. You can only enter once in each event.


F. Once you have signed in, you may not ADD events. 


G. Entries must be paid before you ride in an event.


H. No refunds on entries after the gymkhana starts, except in extreme emergencies.


I. Fun days are open to all, but same rules apply, but event rates may vary.

III. Gymkhana Events

A. The events at each Omoksee will be: Arena or Flag Race, Speed Barrels, Barrel Racing, Pole Bending, Relay Race, Keyhole and a mystery event.

1. Flag Race for PEE WEES will be placing flag into the bucket. Flag race for JUNIORS and SENIORS Will be Placing a flag into the bucket and taking another flag out.

IV. Point Rules


A. An event will be run if at least one contestant signs up and points will be given.


B. Point system for all age groups will be:



1st Place - 6 pts

2nd Place - 5 pts

3rd Place - 4 pts



4th Place - 3 pts

5th Place - 2 pts

6th Place - 1 pts


C. In order to qualify for high point awards, contestants must participate in 4 events per Omoksee.


D. TINY TOTS that are lead will be placed after the Tiny Tots that ride on their own.


E. No Year end points will be awarded at Fun Days.

VI. Omoksee Rules

· Contestant must wear proper apparel, cowboy boots and long pants. No Halter tops, tube tops or Tank Tops. If you come in the arena with tennis shoes, you will be disqualified.

· Contestants must enter and leave the arena at a walk. 

· When your event is over, ALL Contestants must stay  away from the gates.
· No Stud Horses are allowed at gymkhanas.

· Each event will have an electric timer present IF possible. If the electric timer or Club provided equipment fails, the contestant will be granted a re-ride, the contestant will be given ONE chance to make a clean run.

· Contestants will be called to the gate 3 times. If they are not there by the third call, they will be disqualified in that event.

· No hitting horses with any of the arena equipment, flags etc.

· If the contestants horse interferes with the goat, while the contestant is mounted, there will be a ten second penalty.

· A five second penalty will be added for each barrel or pole knocked over, except in flag race where knocking over the barrel means disqualification.

· During the Keyhole event, the entire horse must go through both sets of poles.

· There will be two arena judges for each gymkhana, one at the gate and one in the arena. These judges and the officers present, will have final say as to the disqualification of any contestants.  Complaints are to be discussed with the judges and officers.

· All contestants and adults must be courteous and show good sportsmanship, the officers may take disciplinary action , which can mean a deduction of a minimum of 5 (five) points.

· There will be NO LIQUOR at any Omoksee event and NO SMOKING in the arena.

· Tiny Tots being led will not be allowed entry into Poles or Relay race.

· For safety reasons a contestants horse will not be allowed to touch or cross the white line, in doing so the contestant will receive a no-time in that event.

Arena judge decisions are final!!

VII. Officers and Rule Changes

· Election of officers will be held the second to last gymkhana of the year, nominations will be accepted prior to the voting date, paper ballots will be prepared and issued one per paid family on voting date. Officers for the upcoming year will be announced at the final gymkhana. 

· Any rule changes made by new officers must be approved by the majority of members at fun day or the first gymkhana of the year. 

· Officers must reside in Ravalli County.


BARRELS: Contestant may go to either right or left to first barrel, but must make one left turn and two right turns, or one right turn and two left turns.





POLES: Contestants may start on right or left side , race to last pole first, make a right or left turn, weaving through poles and back again, then race back across the finish line.
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Figure 8 Poles: Contestants may start on right or left side , race to last pole first, make a right or left turn, waving through poles and back again, then race back across the finish line.








SPEED BARRELS: Contestant weaves down barrels, turns last barrel and weaves back to the finish line. Rider may make a right or left turn.








FLAG RACE: a flag is placed in a Metal Bucket of sand and centered on a barrel on the turn line. Contestants place one flag in barrel, pick up other flag and race to the finish. Contestants may go left or right and continue to circle barrel until flag is picked up, but must continue circling same direction.�ARENA RACE: a barrel is on the turn line. Contestants race around barrel and return to the finish line.

Keyhole: Contestant races between the poles, across the turn line, turns and reverses course back between the poles to the finish line.














BARRELS: Contestant may go to either right or left to first barrel, but must make one left turn and two right turns, or one right turn and two left turns.
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SPEED BARRELS: Contestant weaves down barrels, turns last barrel and weaves back to the finish line. Rider may make a right or left turn.

















Goats:  Tiny Tot and Pee Wee will ride down on horse, dismount, pull ribbon off goat’s tail and run across finish line.  Jr. & Sr. Will ride down on horse, dismount and tie goat.








Keyhole: Contestant races between the poles, across the turn line, turns and reverses course back between the poles to the finish line.
